BIODATA OF  

FR. SHAIJU PAYYAPPILLY KUNJUVAREED, CMI 

 

 

Fr Shaiju, a Religious Missionary Priest in the Congregation of the Carmelites of Mary Immaculate, 
hails from Kerala, India. His Baptismal name is John. He is the youngest and the only son of his Late 
parents. He has 4 elder sisters as siblings. After the completion of his Secondary Education, Fr Shaiju 
joined the CMI Congregation in May 1990. He took the First Religious Vows on March 19, 1997. He 
was ordained Priest on December 29, 2003. He celebrates his Birthday on March 17 and his Feast 
Day on December 14 (St John of the Cross as his patron saint). After his ordination, Fr Shaiju was 
appointed as Assistant Rector to the Seminarians (2004 - 2007). He served an ICSE School as 
Principal (2007 – 2013). He also served an Arts and Science College as Vice Principal and General 
Co-ordinator of the Programmes (2014 – 2024). Fr Shaiju has a Ph D in Educational Psychology in 
Personality Development of Secondary School Students. He has 3 years’ teaching experience in the 
seminary, 6 years’ teaching experience in the school and 10 years’ teaching experience in the college. 
Fr Shaiju has published a book titled, “EDUTAINMENT: THE SHIFTING DYNAMICS OF HIGHER 
SECONDARY EDUCATION”.  

Throughout his priestly ministry, Fr Shaiju served the church and the people of God as Parish Priest 
of different parishes in the Mission Diocese of CMI Congregation. As a religious missionary priest, Fr 
Shaiju possesses the essential qualities of a good shepherd after the image of Jesus Christ. He is 
committed to serve God and His people relying on the Grace of God. Fr Shaiju is always ready to 
guide the faithful and fulfil their spiritual needs with a true sense of trust in God and sincere love for 
the people of God. Many of his homilies and retreats were well appreciated by the faithful.  

Fr Shaiju maintains a sincere relationship with those entrusted to his pastoral care. Drawing 
inspiration from St Kuriakose Elias Chavara, the Funder of the CMI Congregation, Fr Shaiju 
approaches the interactions with the people of God with positive and creative ways. He is deeply 
passionate and committed to proclaiming the Catholic faith which he celebrates every moment of his 
life. Fr Shaiju finds happiness in the administration of the Sacraments which gives peace and joy to 
the faithful. He is fully convinced of his responsibilities as a pastor. He is well prepared to dedicate 
himself entirely to the faithful in his parish, after the example of Jesus Christ, his Hero in life.
